Frequently Asked Questions About First Grade Reading
1. Why is my child’s reading book too easy?

When a guided reading book goes home it has already been read at least three times with the teacher.  Books will progressively get more challenging.  The guided reading book should not be difficult and will help to build fluency.

2. What should we do with the theme words?

Practice the words weekly, if not nightly.  Make flashcards, write in sentences, alphabetize, and practice words that rhyme.  If your child can read the words and is ready for a challenge you can change the vowel to read nonsense words, sort word types: nouns, verbs, adjectives.
3. How much time should we read a night?

10-20 minutes, if you have time for more that is great!

4. Can guided reading books count for the Noah’s Ark Reading Program, Book –It and Great America Reading Programs?

Yes!

5. What strategies should we focus on right now?

In the beginning of the year we are focusing on using picture cues, getting mouth ready for beginning sounds, sounding out the word and asking if it makes sense.
